The new translation of the Roman Missal  

has introduced into our worship a number of  
words and phrases that may be unfamiliar.   

This column seeks to clarify this new vocabulary.  

Chalice 
 
The word that used to be translated “cup,” describing 
the vessel holding wine that Jesus used at the Last 
Supper, is now most often translated, “chalice.”   
The reason is unclear. 
 
All the Scriptural translations approved for use at 
Mass translate it as “cup.”  Most people, when they 
hear “chalice,” think of a Baroque, gold, jewel-
encrusted goblet.  Jesus obviously did not use such 
an object.  The word “chalice” has always been the 
technical word to describe the cup the priest uses at 
Mass, whatever its shape or ornamentation.  Perhaps 
the Translators simply wished to connect more 
firmly the Scriptural accounts and the prayers of the 
Mass to the term used for the priest’s cup.  In the 
Mass, the priest does what Jesus did.  He took the 
cup – or chalice – and giving thanks, gave it to his 
disciples.  Through the priest, Jesus does so today. 

is written on.  Proponents of a redefined definition of 
marriage claim that a religious exemption would protect  
a clergyman like me from being forced to perform a same 
sex marriage.  But a similar “religious exemption” had 
earlier been promised to Catholic institutions on the 
insurance matter.  The HHS Secretary’s new rules 
interpret that exemption as applying only to small 
institutions, like churches and parish schools.  When we 
notice that it took only a “re-interpretation” of rules to 
void the promised religious exemption concerning 
insurance, we see where we could be going in the future 
on all moral issues where we choose to act in a way that 
opposes prevailing opinion. 
 
Where do we go from here?  The Administration has 
backtracked a bit, proposing a compromise that would 
shift the costs to insurance companies rather than 
religious employers.  Catholic reaction has been mixed.  
Some Catholic leaders in the healthcare field see it as a 
step forward; the bishops have issued a statement that 
they do not feel the compromise goes far enough.  One 
thing is clear: dialogue is necessary at this point.  Our 
leaders need to talk to one another and determine how  
far we can go in accommodation within a pluralistic 
American society.  Catholic leaders need to dialogue  
with the Administration. 
 
But dialogue requires two partners, and our leaders need 
to have support behind them as they dialogue.  What I  
am saying is that Catholic lay people – you! - need to let 
your legislators in Washington know what you believe 
and what you want to happen on the insurance issue.  
Archbishop Myers asks us to do two things.  First, to 
commit ourselves to prayer and fasting that wisdom and 
justice may prevail.  Second, he recommends that we 
visit www.usccb.org/conscience to become informed on 
the latest developments.  An article in today’s bulletin 
tells you how to contact your Representative at this 
Washington office by email, phone or FAX letter.   
I join the bishops in asking you to do so. 
 
Archbishop Myers says, “In generations past, the Church 
has always been able to count on the faithful to stand up 
and protect her sacred rights and duties.  I hope and trust 
she can count on this generation of Catholics to do the 
same.  Our children and grandchildren deserve nothing 
less.”

1. The days of both Fast and Abstinence during Lent are 

Ash Wednesday and Good Friday.  The other Fridays 
of Lent are days of Abstinence.  
On a day of Fast, only one (1) full meal is permitted.  
Those between the ages of 18 and 59 are obliged to 
fast.  
On a day of Abstinence, no meat may be eaten.  
Those who have reached the age of 14 are obliged by 
the law of abstinence.   

2. The obligation to observe the laws of Fast and 
Abstinence “substantially,” or as a whole, is a serious 
obligation.   

3. The Fridays of the year, outside of Lent, are 
designated as days of penance, but each individual 
may substitute for the traditional abstinence from 
meat some other practice of voluntary self-denial as 
penance.   

4. The time for fulfilling the Paschal Precept (Easter 
Duty*) extends from the First Sunday of Lent, 
February 26, 2012 to the Solemnity of the Holy 
Trinity, June 3, 2012.   

*Canon 920, §1.    All the faithful, after they have been 
initiated into the Most Holy Eucharist, are bound by the 
obligation of receiving Communion at least once a year.

On January 20, the U.S. Department of Health and Human 
Services (HHS) reaffirmed a rule that virtually all private 
health care plans must cover sterilization, abortifacients, 
and contraception.  The exemption provided for "religious 
employers" is so narrow that it fails to cover the vast 
majority of faith-based organizations, including Catholic 
hospitals, universities, and service organizations that help 
millions every year.  Ironically, not even Jesus and his 
disciples would have qualified, because of their 
commitment to serve others. 
 

On February 10, President Obama stated that he would 
retain HHS’s nationwide mandate of insurance coverage 
of sterilization and contraception, including some 
abortifacients, and then he announced some changes in 
how that mandate will be administered, which is still 
unclear in its details.   
 

This does not change the urgent need for legislation to 
correct the mandate’s threats to religious liberty and 
conscience rights. The Respect for Rights of Conscience 
Act has been introduced in Congress (H.R. 1179, S. 1467) 
to ensure that those who participate in the health care 
system “retain the right to provide, purchase, or enroll in 
health coverage that is consistent with their religious
