I went to the Food Bank in April, 
2011.  It was a fantastic experience.  I 
had no idea what to expect.  We were 
assigned to a clean room and had to 
wear hair nets and gloves.  In this 
room there were enormous boxes of 
dried pasta.  We were instructed to fill small plastic bags 
with the pasta, seal them, and pack them into small boxes.    
It was amazing to see our large group of parishioners 
working together to complete this job.  Each person took 
a task and we switched tasks as needed.  We emptied a 
huge box of pasta and talked and laughed as we did it.  
The teenagers emptied their box before the older folks 
emptied theirs — not that we were racing each other!   
A bell rang at the end of our appointed time and all three 
huge boxes of pasta had been emptied and packed into 
delivery boxes.  Our director said that we fed 3,000 
people that day!  What a beautiful feeling! 

This year, S.O.S. mounted 2 ‘Adult’ 
and 2 Family Shifts (just 2 hours each) 

at the Food Bank Warehouse, Hillside 
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One Parishioner … One Task … One Time, for just a few hours. 

I must say that my visits at Eva’s left me feeling an 
overwhelming sense of compassion that I have never 
experienced before.  Each time I left, I wanted to 
return immediately.  The warmth and love that the 
children showed was heart warming.  My first visit I 

went with my daughter, and with us both being there we could share the realization of our 
experience on a different level. 
 
I went into the first visit nervous because I knew little about the project and felt ill equipped to 
teach the children with confidence.  It had been quite a while since I had been with younger 
children.  I quickly saw that it did not matter at all and that the children were just so thrilled that 
we were there.  It made no difference what we did with them, just being with them was more 
than enough.  When I heard that help was needed another month, I jumped at the chance to be a 
part of this wonderful experience.  I am so looking forward to the Halloween trip that both 
myself and my daughter signed up for. 
 

I have told several people about my time at Eva’s and gave my folder of information that 
I received from Jennifer (Eva’s Volunteer Coordinator) to a neighbor who was looking 
for volunteer work.  I am very appreciative of SCS S.O.S. for giving me this opportunity!
